WORKSHEET FOR 6TH MAY 2014 
Pinning technique to incorporating leaves and materials.

Supplied by Trish:

Board for pinning at cost of £1.50 each (Trish to be reimbursed).

Steel Pins (1”) (1 box).  (Trish to be reimbursed - £5). 
MEMBERS TO BRING
Single flower head (large) i.e. Large Single Rose, Single Carnation (not from spray carnations), Large Poppy head, Single Orchid head, Tulip, Large Chrysanthemum Head e.g. Anastasia, Spider etc. Or any other large headed flower you like.  Or if using small spring flowers just 2-3 flowers such as grape hyacinth, jonquil.
Plastic or glass orchid tube.  (If you do not possess a tube a florist may give or sell one).
Selection of leaves i.e. Laurel, Elaeagnus, Beech, Skimmia, Ivy ------ for info approx (100+ Elaeagnus sized leaves ---- depending on size). (Remove stems).
Ribbon or florist ribbon --- Colour of your choice (2”/5cm) wide.  Approx 2+ metres.  At least double if you wish to pleat ribbon. 
Small swatch of material and/or lace ----------- Colour your choice (to compliment flower & accessories) but NOT see through and large quantity NOT needed.  Just odd off cuts.  OR piece of material to cover the board to include the sides.  (Not so many leaves needed if you choose this option --- but leaves ARE still needed).
Bullion/aluminium wire and/or wool to compliment ribbon/flower.
Accessories of your choice i.e. fancy headed pins, colour headed pins, beads, buttons, coloured sticks etc.

Usual tools --- including scissors, knife etc.
